From Fr.Matt 
As the daylight hours dwindle evermore, we know that winter is 
right around the corner.  In recent years, winter has been more 
mud than snow.  However, we know we can get BLIZZARDS and 
FEET of snow here in Michigan.  So, while we might have to 
“relearn” how to handle snow & ice covered roads, sometimes it’s 
so bad we should just stay off the roads.  So…should such 
weather hit on a weekend, know that it is NOT a sin to stay home & 
“skip” holy Mass.  In such a situation you should keep Sunday 
HOLY by meditating on holy scripture and praying (an extra!) 
rosary.  Also remember that none of us can plan when we get sick.  
If I’m MILDLY-MODERATELY sick, I WILL be at all of the 
Masses.  But if I’m REALLY sick, chances are I will stay put at the 
rectory and MAYBE say JUST the St.Bernard Masses seeings that 
the altar is a 30 second walk from my bed!  The same procedure of 
“What To Do” if the weather is bad applies to this situation, as 
well!
