A Note about Time-Off 
The 1983 Code of Canon Law stipulates that a priest 
may take four weeks of vacation and one week for 
spiritual retreat.  This sounds like a lot.  Please 
remember that priests get only one day off a week, 
not 2 like others in a “regular career”-(the 
priesthood is NOT a career, it’s a vocation).  So, if I 
used all of my vacation and Spiritual Retreat time, it 
would amount to approximately 1.7 days off a week.  
This is NOT a complaint!!! —Just an explanation and 
some perspective.  Personally, I don’t travel anymore, 
so time-off really only comes into play when I have a 
big personal project I want to tackle! (Which is what 
I have been doing and will continue to do this week!)
