Corpus Christi Catechesis 101 
 

*The holy Eucharist IS the BODY, BLOOD, SOUL, & DIVINITY OF 
JESUS CHRIST. PERIOD.


*There is NO natural explanation.  It is SUPERNATURAL.  It is an 
article of FAITH.  PERIOD.


*It is His Body, Blood, Soul, & Divinity BECAUSE Jesus Christ 
says so…. “This is My Body, This is My Blood”. PERIOD.


*The FULLNESS of His Body & Blood are present in BOTH that 
which appears to our senses to be bread AND that which 
appears to our senses to be wine BECAUSE there is no such 
thing as a TRULY living body WITHOUT blood, & there is no such 
thing as TRULY living blood that is separate from a body. PERIOD.


*Only men who have received the priestly Sacrament of Ordination have 
the power to “make” the Holy Eucharist.  PERIOD.


*Only Catholics who believe & live the Catholic Faith may receive 
the Holy Eucharist. PERIOD.


*We call the Holy Eucharist HOLY COMMUNION only when It is 
to be received/consumed.


*To be properly suited to receive Holy Communion, one must be 
in a STATE of GRACE because Christ does NOT COMMUNE with 
a soul that is in the death of mortal sin. PERIOD.


*To receive the Holy Eucharist in a state of mortal sin is to eat & 
drink one’s own CONDEMNATION (see 1 Corinthians).  The only 
remedy to mortal sin is the Sacrament of Confession.  PERIOD.


*Those who are properly disposed to receive Holy Communion 
must normally fast for 1 hour before reception.


*The Faithful who wish to receive Holy Communion may do so 
ONLY in the manner prescribed by the Church. PERIOD.


*The ORDINARY way to receive Holy Communion is on the 
TONGUE while standing.  Everyone has the right to kneel to receive 
Holy Communion.  Holy Communion may be received in the hand 
only IN ACCORD with particular permissions & norms. PERIOD.


*Protestant “communion services” are NOT the Holy Eucharist.  
PERIOD.
