Corpus Christi Catechesis 103 
HOW TO RECEIVE COMMUNION IN THE HAND 

United States Conference of Catholic Bishops 
If Communion is received in the hand, the hands should 
first of all be clean. If one is right handed the left 

hand should rest upon the right. The host will 
then be laid in the palm of the left 
hand and then taken by the right hand 
to the mouth. If one is left-handed this is 

reversed. It is not appropriate to reach out 
with the fingers and take the host from 
the person distributing. The person distributing 
Communion says audibly to each person approaching, 
"The Body of Christ."  This formula should not be 
altered, as it is a proclamation which calls for a 
response of faith on the part of the one who receives. 
The communicant should audibly respond, 
"Amen"[.] 

************************************* 

Remember! 
Because Communion in the hand requires the permission of Rome 

(which has been granted), it is EXTRAORDINARY—meaning 
OUTSIDE that which is the UNIVERSAL NORM. 

*IF YOU NEED PERMISSION, IT’S NOT THE NORM* 

The ORDINARY (normal) way to receive Holy Communion is on the tongue.

What is the Straight-to-the-Point Take-Away? 

*The ONLY way Holy Communion will be placed in your hand 
(if that’s how you choose to receive) is if the Host can be 
placed on the *HORIZONTALLY FLAT* palm of your hand, 
AND your other hand is free to IMMEDIATELY take the Host 
from your *HORIZONTALLY FLAT* palm and place it in your 
mouth.  DO NOT take the Host to your mouth like it is 
popcorn. 

*If you are UNABLE for ANY REASON to: 

1.) present your open palm in a *HORIZONTALLY 
FLAT* position,  

And… 

2.) IMMEDIATELY take the Host from your open, 
*HORIZONTALLY FLAT* palm to your mouth 
with your other hand,  

Then… 

The only way you can receive Holy Communion 
is in the ORDINARY (normal) way:   

*ON THE TONGUE*
